* How do we know that a judgement takes place before Jesus
returns? Revelation 22:12

Apply:

Psalms 84:11; 97:8). Can you see yourself praising Him for
judgment now? Why or Why not?

* Consider the tendencies and habits that damage your life.
What might God be leading you to do this week to accept the
deliverance He is wanting to give you?
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
